State Senator Dan Kapanke 
and representatives of several 
Hillsboro civic and municipal 
organizations gathered at the 
Public Library to plant a tree 
commemorating the 50th 
anniversary of John F. Kennedy’s 
visit. Senator Kennedy spoke 
at Hillsboro High School, then 
located at the High Avenue 
site, on March 25, 1960, while 
campaigning for the Wisconsin 
Presidential primary. A tree 
planting, planned as part of the 
future president’s visit, was not 
carried out because JFK was 
running late. 

In a joint April meeting, the 
Hillsboro Lions and Women’s 
Civic Club, decided to complete 
that bit of unfi nished business. 

The City of Hillsboro donated 
the tree, a Burgundy Belle® Red 
Maple. The Lions and Women’s 
Civic Club will donate a suitable 
bronze plaque to commemorate 
the occasion. The clubs came 
together on this project to help 
Hillsboro students “connect to 
history,” according to Lion Bob 
Potter, “and to be inspired by the 
famous JFK quote on the plaque: 
‘“Ask not what your country can 
do for you; ask what you can do 
for your country.”’

Senator Kapanke demonstrated 
that spirit by honoring his 
commitment, despite the rainy, 
cold weather. Speaking to some 
two dozen hardy representatives 
of both civic clubs, the City of

Hillsboro, the Public Library, 
Hillsboro Schools, and others, he 
refl ected on the roles of John F. 
Kennedy, Abraham Lincoln, and 
other great leaders who guided 
our nation through diffi cult times. 

President Kennedy may rest 
in peace, in the knowledge that 
some of his goals were met: we 
put a man on the moon in 1969, 
the Berlin Wall came down in 
1989, and a tree was planted in 
Hillsboro in 2010.

An interesting sidelight to this 
story is that, in digging into the 
rumor of JFK’s visit to Hillsboro, 
I emailed the John F. Kennedy 
Library in Boston to see what they 
might know. (They had nothing.) 
Then I found a local newspaper 
article about JFK’s visit in the 
Hillsboro library’s microfi che. 
The archivist from the JFK 
Presidential Library called me 
shortly after I got home from the 
Hillsboro Public Library. He said 

that if I could email a scan of the 
Hillsboro article, he would put a 
link to it on the library’s Twitter 
feed. (The library was recreating 
JFK’s 1960 primary campaign on 
Twitter.) 

Much scurrying about Hillsboro 
ensued; after many telephone 
calls and activity involving a 
number of interested residents, a 
copy of the original newspaper 
was located in the basement of 
the Hillsboro Sentry-Enterprise. 
Part of the newspaper was water 
damaged, but the article about 
JFK’s visit was good enough to 
scan. I emailed it to the John F. 
Kennedy Presidential Library.

It was quite a thrill, the 
following day, for school children 
and others in Hillsboro to Google 
the John F. Kennedy Presidential 
Library, go to its Twitter feed, and 
read about a visit from the future 
leader of the Free World to this 
town of 1,300 fi fty years earlier..
