Once again this year the
Necedah Lions Club is doing
eye screening in the schools
in the Necedah area. Each
year they go to all of the
schools in the Necedah area
and do eye screenings of first,
third, fifth and seventh grade
students. They do the Necedah
Elementary School, the Queen
of the Holy Rosary School and
the St. Francis Academy. When
asked how long the Lions had
been doing this public service,
no one seemed to know except
that it has been well over 20
years.

This year they will spend
about three days at the Necedah
Elementary School and will test
130 students. In the past, they
have found that between 20 and
30 percent of the students have
less than 20-20 vision. While
many times it is not serious, it
gives the parents a heads up to
keep watch on them.
