She has diabetes and while she
has tried to control and live with
it, the onset of diabetic retinopathy
is robbing her of her sight.

One of the things that she had
always enjoyed doing was reading
and now she was unable to see the
words on the page. She had heard
that there might be a machine that
could help her, but had no idea as
to where or how to get one.

PR Tips: Getting Published

At the May Region 3 Zone 2
meeting 27-D2 Publicity Chair
Pat Kennedy addressed the often
common problem clubs have with
submitting photos and articles.
Using the Wisconsin Lion and the
May 2009 Lion Magazine, she
offered helpful suggestions on
creating and submitting articles,
catchy headlines and most
importantly, pictures.

The meeting was informal and
fun when Kennedy suggested
several ways to “stage” a club
photo that doesn’t resemble
the loathed “grip & grin” often
seen in local newspapers when
someone is presented an award or
is a featured speaker.

Recreating the moment and
even going as far as using props
can be one of many strategies
clubs can use to help tell their
story in a glance. It is the picture
that draws in the reader, not the

While owning a good camera
is a plus, most cameras today
are adequate for taking pictures
that are submitted electronically
to local newspapers that require
resolution of 300 dpi or higher.

Clubs can use a team approach
to submitting news; with one
person submitting photos while
one submits the articles.
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The unit was set up and then
Sandy placed a page of a shopper
paper on the reader tray. There
were tears of joy flowing as for
the first time in quite a while she
was able to READ!
