May Is Mental 
Health  Month

Getting your brain in order 
might be good for you if you have 
adult onset diabetes.

Diabetes is the perfect breeding 
ground for anger. Anger can start 
at diagnosis with the question, 
“Why me?”  You may dwell on 
how unfair diabetes is:  “I’m so 
angry at this disease!  I don’t want 
to treat it.  I don’t want to control 
it. I hate it!

One reason diabetes and anger 
so often go hand in hand is that 
diabetes can make you feel 
threatened. Life with diabetes 
can seem full of dangers - insulin 
reactions or complications. When 
you fear these threats, anger often 
surges to your defense. 

While it’s true that out-of-
control anger can cause more 
harm than good, that’s only part 

of the story. Anger can also help 
you assert and protect yourself. 
You can learn to use your anger. 
You can even put it to work for 
better diabetes care.

Let anger be your ally
The goal is not to get anger 

out of your life. You may go on 
feeling angry about the same 
things. When you feel threatened, 
afraid, or frustrated, anger is a 
normal response. But you can 
put your anger to work for you. 
Your anger may be a signal that 
you need to take action. A few 
sessions with a skilled counselor 
might help.

Anger can be a force for action, 
change, and growth. The better 
you understand your anger, the 
better you will be able to use it 
for good self-care.

1 pound asparagus                    • 
1/8 teaspoon salt  • 
4 ounces cream cheese• 
Pinch of pepper• 
1 Tablespoon milk                             • 
1 tube 8 ounce crescent • 
rolls
1 Tablespoon mayonnaise• 
2 teaspoon melted butter• 
1 Tablespoon Chopped • 
onion           
1 Tablespoon seasoned • 
bread crumbs
1 Tablespoon diced pimento• 

Cut asparagus in one inch 
pieces boil in water for 3 minutes.  
Drain.

Cream the cream cheese, milk, 
mayonnaise.  Add chopped onion, 
diced pimento, salt and pepper 
mix.

Separate the crescent rolls into 
triangles on a baking sheet.

Asparagus Brunch Pockets
Spread 1 teaspoon of the cream 

mixture on each triangle, top with 
asparagus then another teaspoon 
of the cream mixture.

Bring up corners together and 
twist.

Brush with butter and sprinkle 
with seasoned bread crumbs.

Bake in a 375 degree oven for 
15 to 18 minutes until golden 
brown.
