Ruby Donovan spoke about her
work as a volunteer with Canine
Companions for Independence
(CCI). She was accompanied hy
nine-month-old Salvador.

Donovan explained that CCI
is a non-profit organization that
enhances the lives of people with
disabilities by providing highly
trained assistance dogs and
ongoing support to ensure quality
partnerships. Started in 1975,
CCl is the largest non-profit of its
type and was the first to receive
full accreditation by Assistance
Dogs International. As it happens,
CCl is also a Lions Project, with
national headquarters in Santa
Rosa California.

homes of volunteer puppy
raisers. The puppy raisers provide
permanent homes to CCl’s
breeder dogs, and they nurture the
pups until they reach about eight
weeks of age.

The pups are then placed with
volunteer puppy raisers for the
next 13 to 18 months, where
they learn basic obedience and
socialize with people in a variety

They are then
ready for Advance Training at one
of CCI’s five regional centers.

Donovan said that the Advanced
Training is a highly-structured six
to nine month program where
professional CCl instructors teach
the dogs to master 40 specialized
commands. Upon  successful
completion, the dogs enter Team
Training, where they are matched
with a person with a disability.

She does become attached to
the dogs she works with, Donovan
admitted, but said that she is proud
when they complete their phase of
the training with her and move on
to Advanced Training. She also
said that her CCI volunteer work
is very gratifying.
