Having just completed my
weekend at Leader Dog School,
I would like to pass on some
information | learned...
| learned that Lions, Lioness
and Leos of Wisconsin were the
fourth highest in donations of any
MD in the world last year. This is
fantastic.

Wisconsin received 13 dogs last
year. Some were to new teams,
some were replacement dogs.
®  The cost to raise and train a
dog is $38,000.

®  The cost to receive a dog is
zero including airfare and
room and board.

® The cost to the Clubs is
zero.

® In 27-D2 a dog was
replaced.

* In all, Wisconsin has
received 529 dogs to date.

You do the math for cost.

The value to the individual who
receives adog cannot be measured
in dollars. | heard from people
how the dog was the difference
from being a shut-in to having
the ability to become independent
and live on their own.

If you know of anyone who
is 16 years of age or older who
might benefit from this please
let me know. They need not be a
Lion. However, a lot of the people
who receive dogs go on to become
some of the best Lions we have.
