ÁPre-Printed Tickets

ÁMust have required information on ticket

ÁPre-event sales

ÁTypically two-part tickets





ÁSales start no more that 270 days before 
event

ÁFace to Face sales only

ÁStubs cannot be mailed.  (USPS says nothing can 
be mailed)

ÁNo internet sales

ÁMaximum cost of $100 per ticket



ÁTickets must be the same form
